e Registered campers will be permitted to select their own campsite, within designated park areas,
first-come first-serve, beginning at 4:00 pm on Friday, September 14th.

e A parking spot will be assigned at registration — one car per campsite.

e Every campsite MUST have at least one RESPONSIBLE ADULT in charge of the site and participants.
The responsible adult must be a South Orange resident and must stay on site for the duration.

e All participants MUST bring their own tent. A campsite number will be issued at registration.

e Allitems must be carried to the campsite. NO VEHICLES will be permitted on the field.

e All Recreation Department park rules will be in effect. The Department will have sports equipment
on site for volleyball, kickball and Frisbee. Families are welcome to bring their own games suitable for
park use.

e You are welcome to bring drinks, snacks or dinner to the park but we request that all campers leave
their site clean and clear of all debris. Campsites will be issued a large trash bag if needed.

e Out of respect for our neighbors and other participant “LIGHTS OUT” will be at 11pm.

e All belongings must be packed up and removed the following morning by 8:30 am.

e Items you MUST bring: tent, sleeping bag and warm clothing.

e Items you SHOULD bring: flashlight, cell phone, folding chair, bug spray, pillow, air mattress, snacks,
drinks, blanket or lawn chair for the movie.

e Except for the adult “in charge”, we suggest that the kids leave phones & other E devices home!

e NO PETS will be permitted in the park with the exception of service animals with tags.

e There are ADA compliant porta-potties in the park but no running water.

e Drinking water will be provided on site in coolers, if needed.
